The Armed Forces of Ukraine Proceeding from national interests of Ukraine, the
principle task of the Armed Forces of Ukraine is to ensure (jointly with other institutes
of the state) the defence of Ukraine, to protect its sovereignty, territorial integrity and
the inviolability of its borders. This extremely important national interest can be
ensured through the establishment of the modern armed forces capable to fulfil the
designated tasks and be interoperable enough to act effectively within international
formations, including the NATO ones. Accordingly the Armed Forces of Ukraine
should be able to act as a part of multinational formations, to have the necessary level
of mutual compatibility and to correspond with NATO standards. Instability and

regional conflicts can have a negative impact on the interests of the national security of
Ukraine. That is why the Armed Forces should be able to contribute to the formation
of international peace and stability through military cooperation as a part of preventive
diplomacy, participation in peacemaking and humanitarian operations, multinational
operations to regulate crisis situations, including operations to establish peace. The
Armed Forces of Ukraine should be ready to support the relevant authorities and to
contribute to the liquidation of natural disasters and man caused catastrophes. At the
same time the Armed Forces of Ukraine should have opportunities to support the
relevant law enforcement authorities in their activities with respect to reacting
effectively to risks and threats of a non war nature, viz. international terrorism, illegal
trade in arms and the spreading of missile technologies, nuclear and other weapons of
mass destruction, uncontrolled migration, religious and ethnic extremism, other
negative phenomena inside the state.

The Armed Forces of Ukraineisamilitary unit that, in accordance with the Constitution
of Ukraine, is tasked with defending Ukraine, protecting its sovereignty, territorial
integrity and inviolability. It is structurally divided into 3 types and 2 separate forces.
The Armed Forces of Ukraine ensure the containment of armed aggression against and
repulsion of Ukraine, the protection of the airspace of the state and the submarine space
withintheterritorial seaof Ukraine, aswell astake part in activities aimed at combating
terrorism.

Units, military units and units of the Armed Forces of Ukraine may be involved in the
implementation of the legal regime of martial law and emergency, combating terrorism
and piracy, enhancing the protection of the state border, sovereign rights of Ukraine in
its exclusive (maritime) economic zone and the continental shelf of Ukraine and their
legal registration, counteraction to illegal transportation of weapons, narcotics and
psychotropic substances, liquidation of natural and man-made emergencies | military
aid to other countries and participate in international military cooperation, international
anti-terrorism, anti-piracy and other international peacekeeping and security under
international treaties of Ukraine and in the manner and under conditions defined by the
legislation of Ukraine.

The London International Institute for Strategic Studies, in its 2018 edition of The
Military Balance, notes that the Armed Forces of Ukraine has 204,000 troops, of which
145,000 are in the Land Forces, 6,000 in the Navy, 45,000 in the Air Force, 8,000 in
the Airborne Forces, an unknown number Special Operations. The Army has 832 tanks,
587 infantry fighting vehicles and 548 reconnaissance armored vehicles, 1737 artillery
units, 90 tactical missile systems, and 35 attack helicopters. The Navy has 1 frigate and
5 smaller vessels. Ukrainian aviation has 71 fighters, 14 bombers, 31 attack planes, 30
transport planes.

The NATO-Ukraine consultation and cooperation covers a wide range of issues
identified by the 1997 Charter and the 2002 Action Plan. The activities are managed by
the NATO-Ukraine Commission, which was established in accordance with the



Charter, with the am of developing NATO-Ukraine relations and ensuring that
implementation of the Charter.
Security cooperation: Ukraine and NATO are actively cooperating on maintaining
security and stability in the Euro-Atlantic area. In recent years, Ukraine has deployed
an infantry battalion, a mechanized infantry battalion and a helicopter detachment to
participate in NATO-led NATO peacekeeping forces in the Balkans, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, and a Ukrainian helicopter unit and a large number of Ukrainian
helicopter units have participated in operations in Kosovo. of the Ukrainian-Polish
Battalion. Another step to Ukraine's readiness to promote international stability and
counter-terrorism was to grant Ukraine theright to fly over its NATO aviation territory,
which transported troops to the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) in
Afghanistan and US coalition personnel involved in Operation Freedom. Ukraine has
also deployed 1,600 troops to the Polish sector of international multinational
stabilization forces in lrag, where peacekeepers from several NATO and Partner
countries are represented.
Defense Reform: The Defense Reform Cooperation Program between NATO and
Ukraine is larger than with any other Partner country, enabling Ukraine to use the
experience and expertise of Allied Defense Reform member countries over the years.
Ukraine appealed to NATO for assistance in transforming its surplus call-up forces into
a smaller, professional and more mobile army that would meet the country's security
needs and be able to play an active role in maintaining European security and stability.
The key steps were to develop a new Strategic Concept and Military Doctrine, as well
as assist Ukraine in conducting and completing a comprehensive defense review.
NATO's overriding task was to help Ukraine strengthen its democratic and civilian
control of the armed forces and increase its interoperability with NATO troops.
A new set of strategic documents in the field of national security and defense is being
introduced in Ukraine in order to implement a new foreign policy course taking into
account the trends and dynamics of the development of the modern security
environment. In order to bring the security and defense sector to the present realities of
the security environment, a second Defense Review was conducted in Ukraine and a
Strategic Defense Bulletin was finalized. Based on the results of the latter, a draft
Concept for the Further Reform and Development of the Armed Forces of Ukraine for
the period up to 2016 has been developed. It should be noted that the elaboration of
conceptual and programmatic documents on the further development of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine uses the methodologies of NATO member states.
The implementation of military cooperation with the Alliance increases the operational
capabilities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Organizational structure of the united states armed forces - an orderly set of government

This position emerged in 1947, when the Navy, the Army and the newly created Air
Force were merged into a National Military Establishment. As a result of a major
reorganization, the Ministers of the US Army (Land Forces), the Air Force and the
Department of the Navy ceased to be members of the cabinet and were subordinate to
the Secretary of Defense .

In 1949, the national military department was renamed the Ministry of Defense, which
name is still retained.

In the US Armed Forces, the Secretary of Defense is often referred to as the Secretary
of Defense (Secdef).

United States Deputy Secretary of Defense (DepSecDef), in accordance with Section 5
of the US Code, is the second highest official in the US Department of Homeland
Security.

The US Deputy Secretary of Defense is the second person in the Department of
Defense, appointed personally by the US President, with the approval and approval of
the recommendation by the country's Senate. According to the law, it should only be a
civilian (at least 7 years of military service) who has the authority to lead the entire
Ministry of Defense, and all questions of the Minister of Defense have the right to be
resolved by him.

Currently, since July 19, 2017, Patrick Schengen has been Deputy Minister of Defense.

Organization of the US Armed Forces
General The ultimate authority and responsibility for the national defense rests with the
President of the USA, who is, under the US Constitution, Commander-in-Chief (CINC)
of the Armed Forces. In general, authority and direction flow from the President as the
C-in-C to the Secretary of Defense (SECDEF), the Department of Defense (DOD),
three military departments, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (CJCS) and Unified
Combatant Commands (UCCs). The National Command Authorities (NCA) are the
President and Secretary of Defense or their duly deputized alternates or successors. The
term NCA is used to signify constitutional authority to direct the US Armed Forces in
their execution of military action. The National Security Council (NSC) was established
by the National Security Act of 1947 asthe principal forumto consider national security
issues that require presidential decision. The US Armed Forces consist of five armed
services: the Army, Air Force, Navy, Marine Corps, and Coast Guard. The armed
services are further subdivided into arms/branches and services. The four main armed
services are subordinate to their military departments: the Army — to the DA, the Air
Force—to the DAF, the Navy and the Marine Corps —to the DN. Thefifth armed service
— the US Coast Guard — reports to the Department of Transportation in peacetime and
to the DN in wartime. The military departments are responsible for recruiting, training
and equipping their forces. The US Armed Forces may also be subdivided into the
following defense components: the Land Forces, Maritime Forces, Aviation Forces,
Mobility Forces, Special Operations Forces, Space Forces, Strategic Nuclear Forces,
National Guard and Reserves. US Armed Services The United States Army (USA) is
the main armed service of the U.S. Armed Forces under the Department of the Army
(DA). The Army is organized, trained, and equipped mainly for land combat. Other
functions include civil defense, military assistance to federal, state, and local
government agencies, disaster relief assistance, emergency medical air transportation
etc. The Army administers the civil works of the Army Corps of Engineers. The DA
consists of a Secretary of the Army (SA), who is responsible for all affairs of the
department, the Under Secretary, and five Assistant Secretaries — all civilians appointed
by the U.S. President. The Army staff, controlled by the Chief of Staff, United States
Army (CSUSA), provides professional assistance to the SA. The United States Air
Force (USAF) is the separate military force under the Department of the Air Force
(DAF). It is responsible for air warfare, air defense, and the development of military
space research. The Secretary of the U.S. Air Force (SAF) isacivilian appointed by the
President. He controls and directs the Air Force except for combat operations. The
DAF’s staff includes Under Secretary and Assistant Secretaries of the USAF for



readiness support, manpower and reserve affairs, and acquisition. The USAF staff,
headed by the Chief of Staff, United States Air Force (CSUSAF), assists the SAF and
isresponsible for direction and control of the Air Force. TheU.S. Navy (USN) is headed
by the Secretary of the Navy (SN) and operates under the SECDEF. The mission of the
U.S. Navy is to protect the nation's coastline and merchant shipping, attack enemy
coasts and commerce, reinforce allies, land amphibious forces on hostile shores. In
addition to the SN, the administrative structure includes an Under Secretary and
Assistant Secretaries. The professional staff is headed by the Chief of Naval Operations
(CNO). He is the principal naval adviser to the President and is responsible to the SN
for the readiness of all naval forces. The United States Marine Corps (USMCQC) is the
armed service of the U.S. Armed Forces within the DN under the direct control of the
SECNAV. Marinesaretrained and equipped primarily to carry out integrated land, sea,
and air operations. The Corps is headed by a Commandant, who holds the rank of
General and is appointed to a 4-year term by the President with the advice of the U.S.
Senate. The Commandant has coequal status with the other JCS members. The United
States Coast Guard (USCG) is the fifth military service of the US Armed Forces. Its
primary missions are enforcement of maritime law and the protection of life and
property at sea. In time of war or national emergency by direction of the President, the
USCG serves as part of the USN. The Coast Guard is headed by a Commandant (a full
admiral). The USCG command structure also includes a Vice-Commandant (a
viceadmiral), a Chief of Staff, and two area commanders (Atlantic and Pacific). The
area commanders coordinate the activities of 12 administrative district offices in the
CONUS and the Pacific, each headed by arear admiral. Unified Combatant Commands
The operational control of the US Armed Forces is assigned to the Unified Combatant
Commands (UCCs). They are highly trained ground, air, and naval combat forces from
two or more of the military departments operationally controlled by the President
through the SECDEF and the JCS. The UCCs are assigned broad continuing missions
that involve the security of the U.S. and its allies. The nine UCCs are: U.S. Northern
Command (USNORTHCOM) (Peterson Air Force Base, Colo.), U.S. Pacific Command
(USPACOM) (Honolulu, Hawaii), U.S. Southern Command (USSOUTHCOM)
(Miami, Fla.), U.S. Central Command (USCENTCOM) (MacDill Air Force Base, Fla.),
U.S. European Command (USEUCOM) (Stuttgart-Vaihingen, Germany), U.S. Joint
Forces Command (USFSCOM) (Norfolk, Va.), U.S. Special Operations Command
(USSOCOM) (MacDill Air Force Base, Fla), U.S. Transportation Command
(USTRANSCOM) (Scott Air Force Base, Ill.), U.S. Strategic Command
(USSTRATCOM) (Offutt Air Force Base, Neb.).

Components of Physical Fitness

The components of physical fithess are as follows:

Cardio-respiratory endurance - the efficiency with which the body delivers
oxygen and nutrients needed for muscular activity and transports waste products from

the cells;

Muscular strength - the greatest amount of muscle’s force or muscle group can

exert in asingle effort;

Muscular endurance - the ability of a muscle or muscle group to perform
repeated movements with a sub-maximal force for extended periods of times,

Flexibility - the ability to move the joints (for example, elbow, knee) or any

group of joints through the entire or normal range of motion;



Body composition - the amount of body fat a soldier has in comparison to his
total body mass,

Principles of Exercise

Adherence to basic exercise principles is important for developing an effective
program. These basic principles of exercise must be followed:

Regularity;

To achieve a training effect, a person should strive to exercise each of the first
four fitness components at least three times a week. Regularity is also important in
resting, sleeping, and following a good diet.

Progression;

The intensity (how hard) and/or duration of exercise must gradually increase to
improve the level of fitness.

Balance;

To be effective, a program should include activities that address all the fitness
components

Variety;

Providing a variety of activities reduces boredom and increases motivation and
progress.

Specificity;

Training must be geared toward specific goals.

Recovery;

A hard day of training for a given component of fitness should be followed by
an easier training day or rest day for that component and/or muscle group(s) to help
permit recovery.

Overload;

The work load of each exercise session must exceed the normal demands placed
on the body in order to bring about a training effect condition all soldiers throughout
their careers beginning with IET. It also includes soldiers with limiting physical profiles
who must also participate in physical fitness training.

Commanders and leaders must ensure that all soldiersin their units maintain the
highest level of physical fitness.

Physical Training

A soldier’s level of physical fitness has a direct impact on his combat readiness.
Physical training ensures that each soldier maintains the physical ability and stamina
needed to do his mission. Other objectives are to promote unit cohesiveness and
discipline. These are met by combining individual testing, formation, running, athletic
competition, weight control, proper diet, teamwork drills, and freedom from drug and
alcohol abuse. Mental fitness and toughness come from experience and

L eadership Responsibilities



Effective leadership is critical to the success of a good physical training
program. Leaders, especially senior leaders, must understand and practice the new
Army doctrine of physical fitness. They must be visible and active participants in
physical training programs. A poorly designed and executed physical fitness program
hurts morale. Leaders should regularly measure the physical fitness level of every
soldier to evaluate his progress and determine the success of the unit’s program.
Commanders must ensure that the time allotted for physical fitness training is used
effectively. Since the commander is responsible for physical training, programs must
be based on his own training objectives.

Small arms

A rifleis ashoulder firearm which can discharge a bullet through arifled barrel
of 16 inches or longer. The spiral parallel grooves in the bore impart spin in the
projectile, providing stability and extended range.

A carbine has abarrel under 16 inchesin length, and istypically used by cavalry,
artillery, engineers or others who require a weapon for self-defense and emergencies.

Assault rifles are capable of single shot or automatic fire using a short cartridge
providing accurate fire and more controllable recoil force than astandard rifle cartridge.
By reducing the cartridge case and propellant, the cartridges weigh less and soldiers
can carry more. These shorter rifles were developed in response to the recognition that
most fire-fights take place at ranges under 400 yards. The small size of the assault rifle
and its ability to fire up to 800 rounds per minute has led to it being adopted by various
forces as a replacement for the submachine gun.



A machine pistol is a firearm originally designed to fire, or capable of being
fired, fully automatically by a single pull of the trigger.

Submachine guns are lightweight one-man weapons capable of automatic fire,
firing alow-powered pistol cartridge with limited range and accuracy.

A general purpose machine gun functions as either a squad light automatic
weapon [light machine gun] when mounted on a bipod and fired from the shoulder, or
as a sustained fire long-range weapon [heavy machine gun] when mounted on atripod
or light vehicle and provided with an optical sight.

A complete round of small-armsammunition isknown asacartridge, and is made
up of the following components: bullet, cartridge case, primer, propelling charge. Small
calibre ammunition types are differentiated by projectile tip identification paint, i.e.,
tracers are painted red or orange, armor-piercing are black.

The main weapons used by the mechanised infantry platoons are:
the M16A1 rifle is 5.56-mm, magazine-fed, and gas-operated. It has a selector lever
which allows the rifle to be fired semiautomatic or automatic. The most stable firing
positions (those increasing the probability of target hits) are the prone supported or
foxhole supported for semiautomatic fire and the prone bipod supported for automatic
fire. Its 55-grain steel core ball bullet has muzzle velocity of 3,250 fps, with the max
range of 2,653 meters. Cyclic rate is 700 to 800 r.p.m; max effective rate of fire is 150
to 200 at automatic, 45 to 65 at semiautomatic. Its combat weight (with sling and 20-
round box magazine) is only 7.5 pounds,

Improved Physical Fitness~ mokpariena cnoptuaa The Army isauniformed
service where discipline is judged, in part, by the manner in which a soldier wears a
prescribed uniform, as well as by the individual’s personal appearance. Therefore, a
neat and well-groomed appearance by all soldiers is fundamental to the Army and
contributes to building the pride and esprit essential to an effective military force.

The Army Regulation 670-1 (Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and

Insignia) prescribes the authorization for wear, composition, and classification of
uniforms, and the occasions for wearing all personal (clothing bag issue), optional, and
commonly worn organizational Army uniforms. It also prescribes the awards, insignia,
and accouterments authorized for wear on the uniform, and how these items are worn.
This regulation appliesto active and retired Army, Army National Guard of the United
States (ARNGUS) and U.S. Army Reserve (USAR) personnel. It does not apply to
generals of the Army, the Chief of Staff of the Army, or former Chiefs of Staff of the
Army, each of whom may prescribe his or her own uniform.
Uniforms are classified by classes and types. Classes may be A, B and C. The types of
uniform are: service, dress, mess and all types of class C uniform. The color of the
uniform (green, blue or white) depends on the unit and kind of activity the
serviceperson is to attend.



The male class A service uniform, for example, consists of the Army green (AG)
service coat and trousers, a short- or long-sleeved AG shade 415 shirt with ablack four-
in-hand tie, and other authorized accessories.

The male class B service uniform is the same as class A, except the service coat
Is not worn. The black four-in-hand tie is required with the long-sleeved AG shade 415
shirt when the long-sleeved shirt is worn without the class A coat, as an outer garment;
the tie is optional with the short-sleeved shirt.

Class C uniforms are the utility, field, hospital duty, food service, and other
organizational uniforms.

In 1644, during the English Civil War, on the initiative of Oliver Cromwell, a new
model of 23 regiments was created on the basis of iron-sided ones (12 infantry
regiments, 1 dragoon regiment, 10 cavalry regiments).

After Charles |l came to power in 1660, this army was disbanded, but the future
Coldstream Guards Regiment was retained. The 1st Foot Guard Regiment and several
more regiments were added to it. Later, the number of regiments gradually increased [
Due to the insular position of Great Britain, the external threat to it was not so
significant, therefore the British army was aways smaller (in proportion to the
population) than the armies of most countries of continental Europe [6] [7].

The British Army was recruited on avoluntary basis. Soldiers were recruited (up to the
end of the 19th century - for along period) from the urban and rural poor. There was a
large proportion of the Irish in the army because of their poverty. The officer corps was
recruited mainly from the nobility, while the system of purchasing officer ranks was
maintained until 1871 (it was not used in artillery and engineering troops, where special
knowledge was required from officers) [8].

Thefirst military educational institution was the Royal Military Academy in Woolwich,
created in 1741 to train artillery and engineering officers. Officers from other branches
of the military did not receive any special training until 1802, when the Royal Military
Academy at Sandhurst was opened.

As for the British colonies, the colonists from the beginning often created volunteer
militias for self-defense, but then they were forced to form and maintain their own
regular regiments. The Army of British India was originally the private army of the
British East India Company, but in 1860 it became the state British army, not part of
the British Army. During the Boer War, World War | and World War 11, colonial and
dominion troops provided substantial support to the British Army.

The British army of the Victorian era was primarily designed to wage colonial wars.
Long service life and long stay on foreign soil made British soldiers formidable
opponents. However, the British army was inferior to the first-class German army in
terms of doctrine and technology [9].

In 1902, the traditional red infantry uniform was replaced by the khaki field uniform,
designed for everyday wear and for combat, but on weekends and at parades, red
remained the predominant color. During the XX century, the armament also changed
accordingly.

In 1907, at the initiative of the next Secretary of State for Military Affairs, Richard
Burdon Haldane (English) Russian. (1905-1912) alaw on territorial and reserve forces
was passed, which resulted in a reorganization of the volunteer forces. and the police.
All volunteer structures were reorganized into the Territorial Forces (English) Russian,
and the police battalions were disbanded or transferred to the "Special Reserve
(English) Russian".

Most of the regular troops stationed in Great Britain formed an expeditionary army,
consisting of 6 field and 1 cavalry divisions. The size of this army was determined by
wartime states at 160,000 people. The field division consisted of 3 infantry brigades of
4 battalions each.



The Territorial Force was intended to defend Great Britain against invasion (landing)
when the Expeditionary Force left Great Britain. They arewere recruited by volunteers
and in peacetime there were only annual training sessions (8-15 days).
The special reserve was also recruited with volunteers and in peacetime was only an
annual training session. In wartime, it was intended to replenish the loss in the ranks of
the regular army (when the regular reserve runs out) and to form artillery parks and
some units of the rear troops.
The reserve of the regular army was formed from the former military personnel of the
regular army. The purpose of this reserve was to staff the regular army up to wartime
states during mobilization and to replenish the loss in it during wartime

regiment of the Palace Cavalry, the remaining eight currently existing regular cavalry
regiments retained their names only nominally as they are part of the Royal Panzer
Corps. Of the irregular army, only four cavalry regiments of the Yeomen cavalry
remained in the ranks, which also retained their names only nominally, since eight
regular cavalry regiments are also part of the Royal Tank Corps as part of the Territorial
Army.

The main tactical unit of the British Army is the battalion. The regiment performs an
administrative function, and also deals with issues of recruiting units. A function similar
to the regiments is performed by "corps*, which in no case should be perceived as
operational formations of ground forces with the same name.

When we want to talk about the amount (amount), we need to remember that, for
example, milk is uncountable and apples are countable.

Examples:

* [ don’t have any apples. I don’t have any milk.

* Do you have any apples? - are there any apples?

* Do you have any milk? - IS there any milk at all?

Note that when we offer a guest "something to drink", that is, we use the construction
"Would you like ...?" - Would you like ... ..?7 - We do not offer at least some, but a
certain amount (for example, a cup of ted). In such questions we always use some, not
any.

Example: Nice to see you, George! Would you like some coffee? (not any coffee).



When we use “any” in a positive sentence, it means that we don’t care which one. For
example: “You can take any book you want, I have read all of them already!” - This
means that whichever book | choose, | cantakeit, | can take any book.

When we want to talk about alot, thisis what we use:

A lot of can be used in all types of offers.

Much and many we do not use in affirmative.

Examples:

| have alot of friends. | want to have alot of money.

I don’t have much free time (negative sentence). = I don’t have a lot of free time.

He doesn’t drink much water. = He doesn’t drink a lot of water.

How much coffee did you buy?

How many books have you read?

Do you eat much seafood? = Do you eat a lot of seafood?

Do you have many friends? = Do you have alot of friends?

That is, using a lot of isawin-win [ It is impossible only when the question is with
how, how alot of we won't tell!

Do not forget that if we have a single countable noun (for example 1 apple), we use a/
an in all types of sentences.

The Royal Air Force (RAF) isthe British Air Force, part of the United Kingdom
Armed Forces.

The Royal Air Force hasits history since its official formation on April 1, 1918 [1], and
Is the oldest air force, as a separate type of armed forces, in the world [2]. With the
victory in the First World War, the British Air Force at that time became the largest air
force in aparticular country. Since their inception, they have played an exceptional role
in British military history, with a special contribution made during World War I,
including the Battle of Britain.

The main purpose of the Royal British Air Force is to “provide the capabilities
necessary: to maintain the security and defense of the United Kingdom and the overseas
territories, including in the fight against terrorism; support for the British government
in its political activities abroad, especially in promoting international peace and
security. "

At the beginning of the 21st century, the Royal Air Force has a powerful operational
component of heterogeneous aircraft, which are described by the Air Force as advanced
in terms of technology. This conglomerate of forces, to a large extent, consists of
aircraft, including: combat and strike aircraft, long-range radar detection and control
aircraft, reconnaissance, communications, air refueling, as well as strategic and tactical
transport aircraft. Most British Air Force helicopters are part of the tripartite Joint
Helicopter Command, which acts in support of the ground forces. The vast mgjority of
Royal Air Force aircraft and personnel are based in the United Kingdom, while some
are involved in operations abroad (mainly in Afghanistan) or deployed on along-term
basis at designated air bases outside the country (Ascension Island, Cyprus, Gibraltar
and the Falkland Islands).

Although the RAF is a major air component of the British Armed Forces, the Royal
United Kingdom Navy and the British Army Air Force together constitute a common
air force that isintegrated into maritime, coastal and ground environments.

The Royal Navy is a British navy

The Royal Navy is a British navy that is part of the United Kingdom Armed
Forces. One of the oldest and most powerful fleets in the world.
The history of the navy dates back to the 18th century, when it played an important role
in the formation and expansion of the British Empire. In the 19th and 20th centuries it
was the most powerful navy in the world, played a significant role in the country's
successful military operationsin the two world wars. Among NATO countries, it is now
the second most powerful alliance after the US Navy, capable of conducting military
operations on aglobal scale.
The current British fleet consists of 79 ships.
The Royal Navy is governed by the Admiralty. The highest body of the Admiralty is
the council, chaired by the First Lord of the Admiralty (Minister of the Navy), acivilian,
usually arepresentative of the ruling party, a member of parliament.
The Admiralty Council, depending on the situation, usually consists of 9 to 15 members
(core): thefirst lord of the Admiralty (Minister of the Navy), the first naval lord (chief
of the naval staff), the second naval lord (chief of navy), the third naval lord (chief of
shipbuilding and naval armament), the fourth naval lord (chief of supply and transport
of the navy), the fifth naval lord (chief of naval aviation).
Due to the long-term reduction of budgets, the British Navy has experienced a
significant weakening of its capabilities. The ability of even afull-fledged patrol of the
United Kingdom's territorial waters has been called into question. Expenditures on the
Navy were reduced from 4.1% of GDP in 1988 to 2.6% in 2010. In 2022, it was
proposed to stop the process of spending cuts and start a fleet reconstruction program.
For example, inthe 1982 Falklands War, the British Navy was able to quickly assemble
a group of 115 ships, including two aircraft carriers with jet fighters in the wing, and
23 destroyers and frigates.
As of 2016, none of the 89 ships of the United Kingdom Navy were armed with jets.
The last jet aircraft of the Harrier family were disarmed in 2010, and in August 2014
was sent to the reserve and later dismantled the only aircraft carrier - HM S Illustrious.
Of the 89 ships available, one is a helicopter carrier, 6 amphibious ships, 6 destroyers,
13 frigates, 7 attack submarines, and 8 submarines with ballistic missiles. The rest are
minesweepers, reconnaissance ships and other support ships
In addition to the reduction in the number of ships available, the number of personnel
was reduced from 39,000 in 2021 to just over 29,000 in 2016. In order to fill the



shortage of 2,000 sailors, the command was forced to leave one of the largest ships at
the berth - HM S Lancaster and its crew to scatter on other ships.
Due to malfunctions and other problems, the number of warships decreased from a
nominal 26 to 24 ships[1].
The crash (collision with a merchant ship) of the submarine HMS Ambush in Gibraltar
highlighted the lack of reserve - sending the boat for forced repairs reduced the shock
submarine fleet by 15%.
The reduction in the fleet has also reduced the role of the British Navy in international
operations around the world. Problems began to appear in their own territorial waters.
For example, in January 2014, a missile cruiser of the Russian Navy passed the North
Sea, which approached the coast of Scotland at a distance of 30 miles. The only British
Navy destroyer available at the time, HMS Defender, was in Portsmouth at the time,
taking 24 hours to reach Scotland and escort a Russian ship.
In 2016, the British Navy, for the first time in 34 years, had to remove all warships from
the South Atlantic that were protecting the Falkland I1slands from a possible invasion of
Argentina[1].
Existing fleet modernization programs are replacing old ships with fewer new ones: for
example, 12 Type 42 destroyers have been replaced by 6 Type 45 destroyers, 7 new
Astute submarines are to replace 12 old Swiftsure and Trafalgar classes. Although new
ships may have more powerful armaments, they have proven to be less reliable and
more difficult to operate, and fewer will mean an inability to perform all the tasks
assigned to the Navy.
In 2020, two Queen Elizabeth-class aircraft carriers are expected to be adopted, which
should restore the aircraft carrier naval aircraft lost in 2010. However, the Navy plans
to use only one ship - the second will be at the base. It is planned that the ship will have
awing of 12-24 F-35 aircraft. Together with escort ships (3-4 frigates and destroyers
and several tankers) it can exhaust all available naval forces. Despite the fact that ships
of this class would be able to carry

However, after the war, the RAF's personnel were drastically reduced and during the
interwar period, the RAF assumed responsibility for control of Irag and performed a
number of minor functions in other parts of the British Empire, including protecting the
colonies of Singapore and Malaya. The Royal Air Force Naval Aviation Division was
founded in 1924, but transferred to the control of the Admiralty on May 24, 1939

In 1919, Lord Alfred Milner, Minister of the Colonies of the British Empire, looking
for a method to suppress the dervish rebellion in Somalia led by Said Mohammed
Abdullah Hassan, asked the RAF Commander, Sir Hugh Trenchard, for advice. Sir
Trenchard stated that the RAF could take over the suppression of the dervish uprising.
An airfield was built in Berbera and the RAF began suppressing the uprising. Already
on February 9, the uprising was suppressed

The RAF's personnel expanded before and during World War I1. In accordance with
the "British Commonwealth Air Training Plan" of December 1939, the air forces of the
countries of the British Commonwealth trained and formed "Article XV squadrons’ for
service in the formations of the Royal Air Force. Many individual military personnel
from these countries and refugees from occupied Europe also served in Royal Air Force
squadrons. By the end of the war, the RAF had provided over 30 squadrons for service
withthe RAF. [11] In addition, the Australian Royal Air Force accounted for about nine
percent of all RAF personnel serving in the European and Mediterranean theaters of
operations. During the Battle of Britainin 1940, the Royal Air Force defended the skies
over Britain from the overwhelming forces of the Luftwaffe. In what is arguably the
longest and most difficult air campaign in history, the Battle of Britain postponed
Operation Sea Lion, Hitler's plan to invade Britain. In the House of Commons on
August 20, British Prime Minister Winston Churchill delivered a speech to the nation
in which he declared that "Never in the history of human conflict have so many been
indebted to so little."

December 9-15, 1940 - British counteroffensive begins in the Western Desert.
Combined air, land and sea attacks against troops and supply columns force the Italians
to retreat from the Egyptian border.

January 26 - March 30, 1942 - Japanese troops advance in the Pacific theater of
operations. By the end of January, the Air Force and other Allied forces were removed
from Malaya and Singapore to Sumatra. Two weeks later, the enemy captured
Palembang airfield in Sumatra, destroying 39 Hurricane fighters. By February 18, the
Allies had evacuated to Java. The number of aircraft at the disposal of the Air Force
was reduced. Allied forces began to evacuate Java on 3 March; the next day they
surrendered. Japanese forces entered Y angon on 8 March, forcing the remaining forces
to move north. Finally, on March 27, the Japanese launched a three-day offensive in
Burma, forcing the Allies to evacuate to India.

October 23 - November 4, 1942 - The Second Battle of El Alamein beginsin northwest

Africa. Air Force fighters patrol the skies over enemy airfields while a four-day



bombing campaign destroys most of the opposing forces. With air supremacy, the
Allies moved steadily westward across North Africa. During the Allied landings on
November 8 (Moroccan-Algerian operation), additional reinforcements allowed the Air
Force to strengthen its superiority. However, in North West Africa, the Allies suffered
heavy losses, having difficulty with the lack of suitable airfields.

July 9-10, 1943 - Operation Husky, the invasion of Sicily begins.

September 9, 1943 - Anglo-American forces land at Salerno.

January 21, 1944 - The German Luftwaffe begins a series of heavy attacks against
British targets, including London.

June 1, 1944 - Balkan Air Force is formed to support the Y ugoslav partisans.

June 6, 1944 - Operation Overlord. Typhoon and Mustang have taken out armed
reconnaissance missions inland.

May 4, 1945 isthe last day of air operations in northwestern Europe.

During thewar years, there wasthe Air Transport Auxiliary (ATA). It served ascivilian
pilots who ferried repaired and damaged military aircraft between factories, delivery
points, maintenance units, squadrons and the airfield.

Physical Training

A soldier’s level of physical fitness has a direct impact on his combat readiness.
Physical training ensures that each soldier maintains the physical ability and stamina
needed to do his mission. Other objectives are to promote unit cohesiveness and



discipline. These are met by combining individual testing, formation, running, athletic
competition, weight control, proper diet, teamwork drills, and freedom from drug and
alcohol abuse. Mental fitness and toughness come from experience and success. Good
physical conditioning increases unit's chances of success.

Physical training programs are designed to include the elements of overload,
progression, balance, variety, and regularity.

The Army’s physical fitness training program extends to all branches of the total
Army. This includes the USAR and ARNG and encompasses all ages, ranks and both
sexes. Its purpose is to physically condition all soldiers throughout their careers
beginning with IET. It also includes soldiers with limiting physical profiles who must
also participate in physical fitness training.

Commanders and leaders must ensure that all soldiersin their units maintain the
highest level of physical fitness.

L eadership Responsibilities

Effective leadership is critical to the success of a good physical training
program. Leaders, especially senior leaders, must understand and practice the new
Army doctrine of physical fitness. They must be visible and active participants in
physical training programs. A poorly designed and executed physical fitness program
hurts morale. Leaders should regularly measure the physical fitness level of every
soldier to evaluate his progress and determine the success of the unit’s program.
Commanders must ensure that the time allotted for physical fitness training is used
effectively. Since the commander is responsible for physical training, programs must
be based on his own training objectives.

FITT Factors

Certain factors must be part of any physical fitness training program for it to be
successful. These factors are frequency, intensity, time, and type.

Army Regulation specifies that vigorous physical fitness training be conducted
3 to 5 times per week. For optimal results, commanders must strive to conduct 5 days
of physical training per week.

With some planning, a training program for the average soldier can be
developed which provides fairly equal emphasis on all the components of physical
fitness. The following training program serves as an example. In the first week,
Monday, Wednesday, and Friday are devoted to CR fitness, and Tuesday and Thursday
are devoted to muscle endurance and strength. During the second week, the training
days are flip-flopped: muscle endurance and strength are trained on Monday,
Wednesday, and Friday, and CR fitnessistrained on Tuesday and Thursday. Stretching
exercises are done in every training session to enhance flexibility. Depending on the
time available for each session and the way training sessions are conducted, all
components of fitness can be developed using a three-day-per-week schedule.
However, a five-day-per-week program is much better than three per week. The
intensity should vary with the type of exercise being

done. Exercise for CR development must be strenuous enough to elevate the heart rate
to between 60 and 90 percent of the heart rate reserve. When determining intensity in a



strength-training program, it is easier to refer to a “repetition maximum”. For example,
a 10 RM is the maximum weight that can be correctly lifted 10 times. Like intensity,
the time spent exercising depends on the type of exercise being done. At least 20 to 30
continuous minutes of intense exercise must be used in order to improve cardio-
respiratory endurance. For muscular endurance and strength, exercise time equates to
the number of repetitions done. For the average soldier, 8 to 12 repetitions with enough
resistance improve both muscular endurance and strength. Type refers to the kind of
exercise performed. When choosing the type, the commander should consider the
principle of specificity. For example, to improve his soldiers’ levels of CR fitness (the
major fitness component in the 2-mile run), he should have them to do CR types of
EXErcises.

The objectives of the Army promotion system are: filling of position spaces with
qualified personnel; provision for career progression and rank which is in line with
potential; preclusion of promoting the serviceperson who is not productive or not best
qualified; provision of an equitable system for all servicepeople; recognition of the best
qualified servicepeople which will attract and retain the highest caliber soldier in the
Armed Forces.

The basic concept of the promotion selection system is to select for promotion
those officers who have demonstrated that they possess the professional and moral
qualifications, integrity, physical fitness, and ability required to successfully perform
the duties expected of an officer in the next higher grade. Promotion is not intended to
be a reward for long, honorable service in the present grade, but is based on overall
demonstrated performance and potential abilities.

Promotion selection is conducted fairly and equitably by boards composed of
mature, experienced, senior officers. Each board consists of different members, and
women and minority members are routinely appointed. A typical board is presided over
by a general officer and consists of 18-21 officersin agrade senior to that of those being
considered for promotion. The board membership reviews the entire performance
portion of the official record of every officer being considered for promotion. Selection
boards recommend those officers who, in the collective judgment of the board, are the
best qualified for promotion. The promotion selection boards are not authorized by law
to divulge the reasons for selection or nonselection of any officer.

Each officer can be assured that he or she receives fair and equitable
consideration. Nonselection for promotion does not imply that an officer has not
performed in an admirable manner or that the Army does not value the service
performed. Officers not selected for promotion are not precluded from consideration by
future boards, provided they meet the eligibility criteria established for consideration.

An officer may request reconsideration for promotion when an action, by a
regularly scheduled selection board which considered him or her for promotion, was
contrary to law or involved material error.

The recommendations for promotion come from the unit commander through the
officer’s chain of command. If duty is performed under other
than the unit commander to whom assigned for administration, recommendation will
be endorsed by administrative unit commander.

There are general terms of military service in all armed services of the United
States that should be served before getting one's next rank. The length of service before
getting the rank of First Lieutenant is 18 months to two years; Captain, three and a half
to four years, Mgjor, ten years; Lieutenant Colonel, 15 years; Colonel, 22 years.

In awarding next ranks they proceed from the availability of openingsin specific
military occupational specialties, number of yearsin the previous rank, educational and
professional levels, references from higher commanding officers, results of proficiency
rating tests, efficiency reports, awards, commendations and other factors.



Second Lieutenants get their next rank virtually automatically. The ranks that
follow up to Colonel are awarded on the basis of decisions of selection boards and the
above factors. Junior and senior grade officers are awarded their next ranks by the
secretaries of the services. The ranks Brigadier General and Maor General are
conferred by the President. The ranks Lieutenant General, General, General of the
Army, General of the Air Force, Fleet Admiral are conferred by the President subject
to Senate approval. The latter three can be awarded for especially outstanding services.

Colonels (Captains) selected for being awarded general-officer ranks are
supposed to undergo special training for senior officers at a national military college.

During the process of service, all US armed forces officers are periodically rated
for their efficiency. Second Lieutenants and First Lieutenants are rated once every six
months. Captains and officers of higher rank are rated once every year. As a rule the
rating is done by the immediate superiors with the participation of direct superiors, who
endorse the results, and with the participation of the higher headquarters that monitor
the correctness and objectivity of efficiency rating procedures.

Decisions of the efficiency-rating board is endorsed by the chief of staff of an
armed service and forwarded to the Secretary of Defense who submits it to the
President.

US Armed Forces practice periodic transfers of officers (every two or three years,
as a rule) in accordance with their ranks and positions from command positions to
administrative or teaching positions and vice versa, aternating service in the troops
with the work in staffs and central administrative offices.

The essence of political ideology

Unlike science, ideology contains not only knowledge of political life, but also the
evaluation of political processes from the standpoint of the media of the ideology, ie it
also contains various prejudices.

Political ideology is created by the activities of certain layers or even individuals.
Ideology is a nourishing ground for shaping socio-political movements. From the
definition of political ideology, it appears that in any case it is a kind of corporate
consciousness, reflecting a purely group point of view on the course of political and
social development, which is characterized by a tendency to spiritual expansionism.
The main functions of political ideology are: mastering the public consciousness,
introducing into it its own criteria for evaluating the past, present and future, creating a
positive image in the eyes of public opinion of its proposed goals and objectives of
political development. At the same time, political ideology is intended not so much to
disseminate, to promote its goals and ideals, as to achieve purposeful actions of citizens
for the fulfillment of its tasks.

In terms of political functions, ideology seeks to unite, integrate society, or on the basis
of the interests of any particular social (national, religious, etc.) group, or to achieve
goalsthat do not rely on specific segments of the population (eg, ideology of anarchism,
fascism).

The term "state" is interpreted in three meanings:

1) as an association, located in a separate territory, unites all members of society. In
this sense, this term is used as a synonym for the concepts of "society", "country",
"home";

2) asrelations of political power - aset of connections between citizens and state bodies;
3) as administrative authorities and legal norms that determine their functioning.

In various philosophical, sociological and political theories this concept has different
meaning.

Representatives of legal positivism (K. Gerber, P. Laband from Germany, A. Daisy
from England, A. Esmen from France) considered the state exclusively from the point
of view of law. In their concepts, the state was interpreted as a legal form for the
aggregate life of the people and "supreme legal entity”, "legal organization of the
people”, "legal embodiment of the nation”

This direction was continued by German lawyer G. Kelsen, who identified the state and
law. In his view, the state is a system of relations of domination and subordination,
where the will of some acts as a motive for others. The essence of these relationshipsis



that they form a regulated and orderly regulatory system of coercion. In this sense, the
state is a relatively centralized rule of law. G. Kelsen acknowledged that any state is
legal.

German lawyer R. Ehring developed a sociological theory of the state. He defined the
state as a socia organization of coercive power, which ensures the highest public
Interest over the personal.

Representatives of the class theory of the state K. Marx and F. Engels emphasized the
class nature of state power. The state, they emphasized, is the committee that manages
the general affairs of the whole class of the bourgeoisie.

German scholar-jurist K. Schmitt has developed a theory of "total state", which,
foresees, first of all, the existence of a powerful state - an apparatus of political power,
which in extreme situations takes the brunt of important social decisions. In K.
Schmitt's view, a"total state" can be created on the basis of the substantive unity of the
state and "national homogeneity. Also noteworthy is the concept of the state of the
Spanish jurist G. Peses-Barbie Martinez, according to which the term "state” means not
any form of political organization (for example, ancient or medieval), but only that
originated in modern times. He attributes to its essential features. sovereign power,
rationality of administration, state property, standing army, religious neutrality.
Therefore, the state, in the modern sense, is an organization of sovereign political
power, which within the limits of legal norms and in the territory of the individual
country manages the public spheres and ensures the security of the nation and
guarantees the rights and freedoms of citizens. Consider the most significant features
of the state:

1. Sovereignty (supremacy, independence, independence of state power). It has internal
and external dimensions. This means that the state has supreme and unlimited power
over domestic entities within the borders of a country (internal dimension), and other
states must recognize this principle (external dimension).2. Coercion. Every citizen is
obliged to recognize his or her statehood and to submit to the state power in which he/
she lives. Statelessness (statelessness) is interpreted as an abnormal phenomenon,
which is emphasized in the 1930 Hague Treaty and the 1948 Universal Declaration of
Human Rights.3. The right to use force. The state has the primary, higher, than other
organizations, the right to use force within the limits established by law.4. Right. The
state functions within the established law. The structure and functions of state bodies
are determined by law. Law acts not only as a normative mechanism of state activity,
but also as a regulator of relations of coexistence of citizens in society.b. Public
authorities. Under the apparatus of the state should be understood the totality of
administrative and administrative structures designed to implement the decisions of
central and local authorities.6. Territory. The state is inextricably linked to a specific
territory to which its power extends, and laws are binding. In the structure of modern
states, as a rule, there are such institutions: head of state (monarch or president);
parliament; government; national bodies (National Bank, National Security and
Defense Council, State Property Fund, etc.); judiciary; the prosecutor's office (in those
countries where it has independent status); government representatives at the regional
level (commissioners, prefects, governors). It should be added that the prosecutor's



office, as a body of state prosecution and law enforcement oversight, can act: as an
independent institute (Russia, Ukraine, Spain); as an element of the Ministry of Justice
(USA) and the judiciary (France, Italy, Germany); be absent at all as a public authority
(UK). State institutions are still divided into political (head of state, government,
parliament), which are formed directly by the people and take flight
